5 Attach the large or small spacers to the front of the left
and right base frames, using two screws B (4x8 mm).

First align the projections on the spacer’s plate with the
holes on the base frame, then fasten screw B.

IN and LAN(10/100) connectors on the rear panel of
the BKM-15R.
